			When I was little, my mother introduced me to Jesus by reading the Bible to me and my twin brother every night before we went to bed. I loved hearing all the wonderful, true stories and promises written in God’s Word, and I learned to put my faith in such a loving, holy, and powerful God as our Heavenly Father.
		

		
			Ever since those nights, I gratefully cherish all the moments God gives me to share my love for His Word, whether teaching Sunday school, reading the Bible to my four sons when they were little, or, as they grew older, leading children’s programs (with music and puppet shows!) together as a family. And so, a few years ago, when several of my ESL students asked me if I would teach them the Bible after class, I immediately replied, “Sure!”
		

		
			As soon as I got home, I excitedly began looking for resources I could use to start an ESL Bible study. Although most of my students were intermediate English learners, some were beginners and a few were advanced. Some knew the Bible well in their own language and wanted more practice with English, while some knew little about the Bible and were curious. In short, I needed something for everyone!
		

		
			As I looked, I was disappointed. There just wasn’t any of the lesson plans I expected to find. However, there was no way I was going to let go of an opportunity to teach the Bible to my students. And so I started writing my own lessons.
		

		
			I was immediately surprised by all the positive feedback I got from my students. Each week they came back eager to study more of the Bible. They kept bringing their friends, and soon we had to divide into two classes!
		

		
			In the years since those first lessons, it’s been an amazing blessing to see God use these classes to bring people to Him from so many different countries. Even when the Bible is presented in simple English, it still has the power to change lives!

				Completing a Lesson
			

			
				The lessons in this book are divided into sections, with each section covering a selection of verses from one chapter, or psalm, in the book of Psalms. (There are a total of 150 psalms in the book of Psalms, with the longest having 176 verses, and the shortest having just two!)
			

			
				To start a section, look up its psalm in the 2014 edition of the NIrV and carefully read through the selected verses. For example, the first section of Lesson 1, which goes through all of Psalm 1, asks you to read Verses 1–6.
			

			
				Each section then has a list of questions. The answers to these questions are provided, but with certain words replaced by blanks. For example, Question 6 in the Psalm 1 section of Lesson 1 asks:

				To complete a section, go through the questions and write down on a sheet of paper the words in the answers that are missing. In the example above, the missing words are day and night. 				Some of the questions are easy (great for beginner English learners!), but some will probably require you to look closely at the Bible to find the answer. For an extra challenge, try to fill in the blanks without looking back at the verses you read. 				To finish a lesson, write a sentence or two about what you learned and how the Holy Spirit spoke to you as you studied the Bible. As a bonus, look up verses elsewhere in the Bible to back up your thoughts.
			

		
		
			
				Teaching a Class
			

			
				If you would like to use these lessons to teach a weekly Bible study class, here are some ideas to get you started.
			

			
				First, during the week, have your students prepare for that week’s lesson by reading the verses and filling in the blanks at home. Encourage them to hear the voice of the Holy Spirit as it aligns with the Scriptures they are studying. Remind them not to look at the answers!
			

			
				Then, during class, have your students take turns reading out the questions and answers with the words they’ve written down. If necessary, when a student finishes speaking, correct his or her pronunciation.
				Also have your students read what they wrote for the final, open-ended question, and let them tell personal stories that relate to what the Holy Spirit is teaching them.
			

			
				Finally, at the end of class, ask for prayer requests and pray for the needs of your students. For students who are beginners, have them pray one sentence about what they’re thankful for. For students who are more advanced, have them take turns praying for each other’s needs.

This happened after the first king, Saul, had turned away from God. Before Saul died, he spent many years hunting David and trying to kill him. David wrote some of his earliest psalms during this time.
			

			
				David continued to face many difficult struggles throughout the rest of his life, even as king. However, he knew the importance of praising God in any situation, and even though David ended up making some serious mistakes, his heart always turned back to God.
